Keyhole—the horse races to a "keyhole" at the other end of the course made 
of lime, turns 180 degrees to the left or right, and races back across the start-
ing line. 5 second penalty for each hoof that touches or crosses the line.

Ring Race—timed event, spear both rings while racing around the outside of 
the arena. Loss of rings results in disqualification.
